If Roman Blinds are to fit, hang and function
properly, there can be no compromises in
fabric choice and treatment. Three decades
of experience has taught us that only stable
fabrics make the grade, and even these

are subjected to arigorous pre-shrinking
treatment that stops fabric movement. This
is vital, because any movement or shrinkage
that occurs once the blinds are made can
twist them out of shape, interfering with how
they hang and function.

We sew pockets into the back of our Roman
Blinds rather than simple sleeves. This may
seem a small detail, but it makes all the
difference in creating a blind that won't pull
apart. It’s also kinder to your walls, because
our battens can't leave nasty scratches

like inferior Romans with aluminium rods
fitted to the back can. Details make all the
difference. We even stitch the lift rings into
the back of our battens, a durable alternative
to the cheap plastic fittings that other
designs incorporate.

Appreciate the difference some easy
cords can make.

If you've ever found yourself frustrated with
fiddly cords that demand precise treatment
and odd angles in order to raise and lower
Roman Blinds, you'll know that standard swivel
cord locks simply don’t cut it. Country use
only heavy-duty cord locks that grip smoothly
and consistently and make adjustment of
your blinds quick, simple and reliable. What's
more, the cords on Roman Blinds by Country
are positioned at the back of the blind. This
solution is easy to use as well as being far
neater than front-hanging cords.

Fabric-wrapped head rails. No cheap
cover-ups.

The head rail on Roman Blinds by Country is
completely fabric-wrapped, rather than just
covered up. Where some see fit to simply
attach fabric to the front of the head rail with
Velcro, at Country we insist of a full fabric wrap
that looks great from every angle.
